College Assistant Migrant Program (CAMP)

Description: CAMP is a federally funded program designed to assist first-year college
students from migrant and seasonal farm worker families, in their pursuit of higher
education. CAMP offers pre-college transition and first-year assistance to help students
develop the skills necessary to insure continued enrollment and eventual graduation. In
addition, the program provides support services to satisfy the educational and personal
needs of each participant.

Services Typically Provided: Financial assistance and scholarships, academic assistance,
peer mentoring, career planning services, college visits, cultural enrichment opportunities,
and more.

Eligibility: Freshman students from migrant and seasonal farm working backgrounds at the
following institutions: University of Washington, Washington State University, Central

Description: The Passport to Careers program helps students from foster care prepare for
and succeed in college, apprenticeships, or pre-apprenticeship programs. Under the
Passport to Careers program, there are two sub-programs:

0 Passport to College

o Passport to Apprenticeship Opportunities
The Passport to Apprenticeship Opportunities program will assist students participating in
registered apprenticeship or pre-apprenticeship programs with covering occupational-
specific costs such as tuition for classes, fees, work clothes, rain gear, boots, and
occupation-related tools. The Washington Student Achievement Council will work with non-
governmental organizations to administer the Passport to Apprenticeship Opportunities
program.
Services Typically Provided: Through the Passport to College program, students receive a
scholarship that assists with the cost of attending college (tuition, fees, books, housing,
transportation, and some personal expenses), support services from college staff, and
priority consideration for the Washington College Grant and State Work
Study programs.

o Have been in Washington state, federal, or tribal foster care after age 15.
o Enroll at least half-time in an eligible college, apprenticeship, or pre-
apprenticeship by their 22nd birthday.

certificate, or pre-apprenticeship or apprenticeship.

If they do not have any changes to make to the information listed on the SAR,
just have them keep it for their records.
